A total of 453 individuals registered for the event, 
which included 117 children ages 11 years and under participating in the 
Kids Fun Run. Daryl Weaver topped the field of entrants in the 5K,  
finishing with a best overall time of 16:28. Vicki Cauller once again took 
the top spot in the women's division finishing the race in 18:06. The race 
raised over $5,600 for the Amos Herr House Foundation. Thanks to all 
who participated.
