While | was a student in ninth grade at East Hempfield High School, my history teacher became my
Uncl e Amos Herr on Thanksgiving Day, November 2[6,
oldest sister and had worked briefly as a secretary at Keystone Boiler and Foundry Company for her dad, [my
grandpa Howard Stauffer, and then for fifteen years at Sico Company in Mount Joy for Clarence Shock. She
was a wonderful lady and dated Uncle Amos for many years before they were married. She was born August
29, 1906 and died November 24, 1974 at age 60.

My favorite subject in high school was mathematics and my favorite teacher was Miss Shenk. My Jeast

Since | moved away from Landisville in 1949, most of my memories of Uncle Amos were visits to His
home (The Herr Homestead) when he would invite mother and dad (Marie and Edward Stauffer) along with
Ray and me to see his slides from a recent trip. Ray is also a travel buff and we were inspired by his slidgs to
take our trips to Europe and other favorite pl aces

After Aunt Ethel died, Uncle Amos would often stop to visit mother and dad, usually dropping off
vegetables from his garden, water cress from his stream or dandelion which he had picked so mother cou|d
clean and prepare it. She would invite him for supper or maybe just a piece of apple pie.

Dad kept his horse down in Uncle Amosd barnj|or
to clean out the barn or stalls. Mother would sometimes go along and walk along back the lane for exercige.
In season, she would pick up fallen pears and cook them with apples for a delicious compote. If Amos wals
traveling, mother and dad checked the house and fed the cats.

When Ray and | were serving the Woodbury Church of the Brethren, Uncle Amos stopped to visit
several times on the way to Martinsburg to visit Reverend and Mrs. Tillet (former pastor and wife in the
Landisville Church of God where Uncle Amos was a member). He also drove out in August 1973 with Aunt
Tommie (Edith) to attend our daughter Audreyo6s |wed
